PWD plans beautification project near

planning a Rs6 rore beau-
tifieation project to enhance
the area around Rajghat
near Satygrah Marg, officials
said.

The project, aimed at
transforming the stieteh be-
tween Rajghet and Satya-
grah Marg, will invalve the
installation of sculpted foun-
tains, water ponds, and en-
hanced greenery along the
central verge. The project &
expected to be completed
within four months from
the date of award of work,
they said.

Until kast year, the PWI
carried out roed beautifica-
tion work under its
strewtscaping project. How-
ever, with the initiative now

wrapped up by the new BIP
government, thisis the first
sueh project taken up by
the department.

"The electrical fountains
will be around 11 feet tall
and will beintegrated with
water ponds. Wi have float-
e a tender for the project,
and it will take four months
to complete both eivil and
electrical work,” an official
s,

More than 200 nozdes
will be installed on this
streteh to make the areaat-
tractive and provide a treat
to the eyes of tourists and
passershy, officials said.
